
 

Subject Curriculum: Kindergarten – 6th Grade 
Bible – Positive Action for  Christ (K indergarten – 4th Grade): A strong emphasis is 
placed on character development.  Another goal of the curriculum is establishing 
students in the Word of God so they can find answers for themselves.  Bible memory is 
also stressed. 
 
Bible – Lifeway Christian School Resources (5th and 6th Grades): The Quest series 
teaches the importance of developing Bible-based wisdom and applying God’s Word to 
a student’s life.  The series uses current events, as well as illustrations from the past, to 
focus on life experiences.  It encourages students to extend themselves beyond merely 
surviving to thriving in the midst of everyday challenges and overwhelming 
experiences. 
 
Language Ar ts – McGraw-Hill:  

�x Reading -  The pupil editions present the richness and variety of literature while 
building skills and creating readers.  Practice books provide on-level practice for 
selection vocabulary, take-home story comprehension, vocabulary skills, study 
skills, and phonics. 

�x Grammar – The Grammar Practice Book supports and extends the daily grammar 
instruction by providing daily practice in grammar and usage. 

�x Spelling – The Spelling Book provides daily spelling practice for each lesson.  
Each week, a new spelling word list supports literature and phonics instruction.  
Pretests, posttests, at-home activities, unit reviews and tests are all a part of the 
spelling unit.   

 
Mathematics– Everyday Mathematics (K indergarten – 4th Grade):  This math 
series was developed in order to enable children in elementary grades to learn more 
mathematical content and become life-long mathematical thinkers.  The curriculum 
inspires both teachers and students to break through traditional math barriers and 
explore math concepts that aren’ t usually taught at their respective grade levels.  
Children learn probability, geometry, patterns, algebra, and data gathering and analysis. 
 
Scott Foresman/Addison Wesley (5th – 6th Grade): This challenging math series 
encourages students to use critical thinking.  Through the use of manipulatives, number 
sense, money and game modules students learn hands-on approaches to using math.   
 
Science – Christian Schools International: This is an innovative study of life, earth, 
and physical science written from a clear Christian perspective.  Students will be 
empowered to discover the infinite complexity and amazing orderliness of God’s world; 
learn about themselves as a special part of God’s creation; and recognize themselves as 
caretakers of God’s creation. 
 
Social Studies – A Beka Book: This series bring to life America’s famous people, 
scientific advances, major events, travel, communication and thinking; and the 
principles that made America great.  The themes of patriotism and God’s guidance in 
our country’s founding are interwoven throughout each text. 
 
Maps, Globes, Graphs – Steck-Vaughn: The students learn geography and map 
reading skills as they color, complete and create maps.
