Junior-Senior Formal Dress Code
Ladies:
· 2-piece dresses must overlap at the waist: meaning top must overlap with skirt waistband 

· All dresses should cover your midriff completely. For example: if you are wearing a one-piece dress and there is an opening showing your waist, then it is prohibited. 

· Overall dress length and ALL slits can not exceed more than 5 inches from the knee 

· Front necklines shall not be lower than 5 inches from base of neck. 

· These rules also apply to any see-through material 

· Strapless or halter dresses are allowed. 

· Dresses which are tight or too form-fitting will not be allowed.

· Dresses must have solid material from the shoulder blade down.
If you have questions concerning your dress, it is your responsibility to seek prior approval from administration or Mrs.  Dixon. 

Gentlemen:

· A collared shirt and tie is required with a suit coat
· Dress pants are required

· Dress shoes are required
All HC students and non HC student guests must follow the dress code.

· Shoes must be worn at all times at the event.

If you are and/or your guest attends the event inappropriately dressed, you will be asked to leave and a refund will not be granted.
